The original name was lonic Sailing Club, named for early Greek sailors in
the yacht club traditions of names like Aeolian and Corinthian. The club offi-
cially incorporated in 1940. The name was changed to Stockton Sailing
Club in 1952. By this time members were entering regattas in the Bay area.
The Stockton Sailing Club won their share of races, but the question was al-
ways: lonic Sailing Club, where is that? The solution was to change the I on
the burgee to S to identify with Stockton. In 1965 the articles of incorpora-
tion were finely amended.
