HiStOfy of Learn to Sail 1, rob mccormick

In 1996 my wife and I agreed to chair what was then the Junior Committee of the Stockton Sailing Club. Our chil-
dren were of an age to begin their own sail training and it seemed appropriate to take on some of the management responsi-
bility. At that time, the club’s teaching program was limited to a single week during which we hired an instructor from out-
side the club and assigned the club El Toro’s on a first come/first served basis. There was a mad scramble to find boats for
the thirty or so members and relatives of members. It was common for children to be turned away because they could not
find a boat. Other issues with the Junior Program involved how monies would be allocated to support our kids who repre-
sented the club at regattas and other outside events. It appeared that there was no independent merit system in place to se-
lect recipients of club grants for entry fees etc., and that the children of the most involved parents were the ones who were
most likely to get funding.

To a pediatrician whose life work involves promoting the growth and development of children and their over-all
happiness and well-being, this state of affairs seemed highly ineffective. On the issue of the sail training program it seemed
to me that a more appropriate approach should be one that:

A: embraced the entire community, not just members of the SSC

B: expanded the program in a way that allowed more effective use of resources

C: would be financially and administratively independent of the SSC

D: would serve as a SSC outreach and recruiting tool for the future of the club.

With respect to the allocation of monies for regatta fees, it seemed appropriate that:

A: a scholarship fund should be established to support junior sailors.

B: any junior requesting funding should make their request formally in writing.

C: the Junior Committee as a whole should approve or deny requests based on merit and availability of money in
the scholarship fund.

In 1997 I approached the SSC Board with a new idea for providing training for our own children while also promot-
ing sailing in the community. The plan was to offer multiple weeks of much smaller classes with a very small ratio of stu-
dents to instructors. This would allow the club boats to be used much more extensively, and would also allow for children
from the community at large to try sailing for the first ime. That first year, we served over sixty children, some of whom
were already club members and many who were not. Most of those were patients who I recruited from my medical practice.
We had two instructors, both US Sail Certified, in two crash boats with a total of ten kids per class. This was Learn to Sail

Later in the year, I learned about a grant program through the Department of Boating and Waterways through which we
could obtain funds for teaching “safe” boating. As this was entirely in keeping with our goals, I applied for grant money.
Our grant request was well-received, but as a program that was new to the agency, we were not offered the full amount of
money potentially available. We had a choice between receiving money for equipment or receiving money for tuition. In
order to increase enrollment, I opted for the tuition money. This allowed us to offer the program free to novice sailors, and
that absence of charges gave us access to the public schools to distribute flyers for the classes. Learn to Sail 1998 ultimately
allowed us to serve over 120 kids. We were also recognized (along with the Coast Guard) on our local news station for our
service in promoting boating safety!

The success of the 1998 program lead to a substantial increase in the size of the grant for the next year. As in the 1997 grant,
we asked for, and received $10,000 for tuition, and we also received around $18,000 for equipment upgrades and replace-
ments! In the succeeding years, comparably large grants from the Department of Boating and Waterways have supported the
program to a large extent, with some additional monies coming from tuition charged to students who were returning to im-
prove their skills after the introductory class.

It was clear from the outset that monies from the Department of Boating and Waterways could not be co-mingled with the
general funds of the SSC. Monies could be added to the grant from outside sources, but the grant monies could not be used
to augment club programs. For this reason, the Learn to Sail program ran its own separate budget. Operating on the
grounds of the SSC and utilizing SSC resources, the Learn to Sail program directly benefitted SSC by dramatically increasing
access to sail training for SSC member children and by increasing SSC visibility to the community at large. The financial and
administrative independence from the SSC Board allowed Learn to Sail to recruit the best instructors from outside the club
as well as from within based on merit rather that on personal friendships and loyalties. Both of my sons earned their creden-
tials to teach sailing outside of SSC and were eventually hired to teach in the program, but not while I was still a club member
ot involved with Tearn to Saill Accountability and a high degree of transparency and integrity are essential to the program’s
continued existence.
